Message from the Presbyter 

Dear Beloved- in- Christ, 

“Greetings in the precious name of our Lord Jesus Christ” 

“Simon son of John, do you truly love me more than these?” John 21:15 

This question was asked by resurrected Christ to his dear disciple Peter, when he had lost his 

faith in Jesus and went to search for his old job. Peter, an apostle and disciple of Jesus Christ 

was given the name during the great confrontation with Jesus when he asked the question, ‘And 

you – who do you, say I am?’  Simon Peter answered, “You are the Anointed one, the Son of 

the living God” (Mathew 16:13-19). In Greek, Peter is ‘Petros’ and a rock is Petra. Peter’s 

Aramaic name was ‘Kephas’, and that also is the Aramaic for a rock. Immediately, Peter had 

made his great discovery and confession, Jesus said to him; “You are Petros, and on this Petra 

I will build my Church.” 

Rock-is a metaphor, which is by no means strange or unusual to Jewish thought. In Old 

Testament, the rock is applied to God himself. “He is the Rock; his work is perfect” (Deut: 32:4). 

Several other references are there to show the same idea, such as Deut: 32:31, I Sam: 2:2,       

II Sam 22:2,  Ps:18: 2.  In the New Testament, the rock has different meanings: Jesus himself, 

the faith, the Church etc. In Ephesians 2:20, the prophets and the apostles are said to be the 

foundation of the church. In I Peter 2:4-8, all Christians are living stones who are to be built into 

the fabric of the Church. In I Cori: 3:11, Jesus is the only foundation, and no man can lay any 

other.  

Here in the above passage, Jesus is indicating that the Church he wants to build in humans is 

not simply the building, to sit and worship, but it has certain meanings. 

Church = Love: 

It is not the love to certain things, not to certain persons, but it is “agape” - sacrificial love/Divine 

love. It is the love down to earth. It is the love for all.  

 

 



 

Church Communion of Saints: 

Feed my lambs, Take care of my sheep are the commands given by Jesus to show that it is not 

the Church of certain people or individuals to administrate but to serve the community in and 

around us. It is a community cleansed by the pure blood of Jesus Christ having strong faith in 

Him and holding Christian values. Church should have mission and vision. Church should have 

a heart to see others.  

Church Glorify God 

Vs.19 denotes the kind of death by which Peter is intended for and thereby to glorify Christ. 

Church is not the place to get something but the place where to give. Give our precious life, 

time, energy, finance and everything needed for the glorification of his kingdom. Our words and 

actions should testify the real life with Christ.  

We also need a real encounter with the resurrected Christ in our daily life. Are we ready to 

answer the questions from Christ our Lord and Savior in our day-to-day activities?
